Therefore, in order to have a more
relaxed period of discernment, | have established that this Synodal Assembly will take place in
two sessions. The first from 4th to 29th October 2023, and the second in October of 2024. | trust
that this decision will promote the understanding of synodality as a constitutive dimension of
the Church and help everyone to live it as the journey of brothers and sisters who proclaim the
joy of the Gospel.
